Some advanced features of AT may be impacted while accessing equations, such as verbosity controls or output to Braille.

- When browsing SharePoint through the Common File Dialog, whether an item is a File or Folder may not be apparent to assistive technologies.

- Certain advanced formatting information for graphical objects such as embossing or shadows may not be available to assistive technologies.

- Some options in the Conditional Formatting creation dialog are not accessible to screen readers.

- Our Insert Online Content experiences (Insert Online Pictures, Icons, 3D models) are embedded web pages which may be completely accessible yet. Some invisible content may be announced. Some relationships between the menus and content or actions may not be properly announced.

- Some date pickers in Office applications may not be fully exposed as a table of days and weeks. Users of assistive technology can enter dates directly into the text box instead of navigating the grid of dates in the visual picker.

	- Microsoft recommends use of 2D charts, which are generally accessible. The PowerMap (3D charts) canvas does not have keyboard support. For assistive technology users accessing existing spreadsheets that include PowerMap content, the data that is presented visually in PowerMap can be accessed through the Excel grid.

- Some chart types that allow movement of chart elements using the mouse don’t support movement of these elements using the keyboard.

- When viewing help/F1 content, the video player loses focus when playback starts. User can use Tab/Shift+Tab to move focus back to player controls.

- Ink authoring requires a pen, touch, or mouse input. It is not keyboard accessible.

- Nudging charts and chart objects can be difficult with the keyboard.  

- The keyboard cannot be used to directly access hyperlinks that use the =hyperlink function; users can copy and paste the URL into a browser by using the keyboard.  

- The new Get & Transform experience provides limited keyboard support for some features - data preview grid is partially accessible, F6 loop is not supported, no key mnemonics are defined, and navigation for certain list elements is supported via Tab instead of arrows.

- The version history pane presents the list of previous versions to assistive technology as a sequence of buttons rather than as a list. As a result, assistive technologies are not able to identify the number of versions in the list, or the current position within the list. The Tab button will move focus from one item to the next in the list.

- The handles for adjusting some attributes of graphical content cannot be adjusted using a keyboard.

- There is limited keyboard support for ActiveX controls and Form Controls. User cannot place a control without the use of the mouse.

- In some non-blocking scenarios, some elements of the share dialog may not support keyboard operation. 

- Reply and Resolve buttons on Comments are not accessible using keyboard.

- Chart titles in edit mode do not communicate name, role, and value appropriately to assistive technology. Assistive technology users can use consumption mode to access chart title information.

- The file dialog used for opening and saving files does not properly support programmatic navigation and selection of files stored in SharePoint Groups, Teams, or Sites.

- There is only visible indication that ActiveX controls and Form Controls are present in a workbook. Screen reader users need to explore the workbook to find the controls. Controls are accessible via keyboard.

- Some controls in Script Lab do not convey their Name, Role and Value appropriately to assistive technology.

- Specifying cell ranges is not fully supported through programmatic access and means that some assistive technology, such as screen readers, will not fully work with these experiences. This can include using the go to command, specifying and editing the cell range for a Table, and adjusting the data source of a PivotTable.

- Screen reader does not announce the extension of the file on title bar dropdown.

- For some Office Add-Ins, URL may be exposed in place of title to assistive technology.

- In some non-blocking scenarios, some elements of the share dialog may not have roles, states, properties, names, boundaries, and/or descriptions that are programmatically determinable. 

- Screen reader is not announcing correct information for the controls such as their name for button controls, incorrect state, not announcing placeholder text, incorrect name for radio button control, incorrect position for radio button controls.

- In the Insert Symbols window, the collection of available symbols isn’t exposed to AT as a grid. Users can still navigate all items in the grid via the arrow keys and have information about the name of the symbol and other relevant properties. Recommended symbol font for best experience is Segoe UI Emoji.
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
